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Con este programa se pretende una comprension de la diversidad de las dinamicas culturaless y las politicas patrimoniais.
Se establece como objetivo prioritario la formacion en la planificacién social y en la génesis de modelos de proyectos
socioculturales y turisticos para una puesta en valor de los bienes patrimoniales y culturales en unas estrategias de
desarrollo socioeconémico, teniendo en cuenta la valoracion de los procesos identitarios. Se reflexiona también sobre las
tendencias y los retos culturales que emergen en nuestra sociedad.

Se intentara también aproximar a los alumnos y alumnas a la Interpretacién del Patrimonio como disciplina o herramienta
adecuada para conferir ese uso social que debe tener el patrimonio, de manera que este pueda ser percibido, y que
produzca una actitud positiva del pablico visitante con respecto al recurso. La Interpretacién se podria definir, tal como lo
hace la Asociacion para la Interpretacion del Patrimonio, como el arte de revelar in situ el patrimonio al publico visitante en
su tiempo de ocio.

Por lo tanto, esta materia trataré de dotar a los alumnos del conocimiento cientifico y de la metodologia precisa para el
andlisis de los bienes patrimoniales y el turismo cultural, y el posterior desarrollo de politicas culturales y turisticas que
