2. Itis compulsory to reach 50%in the objective test to make an average with the sections mentioned in sectionl.

Assessment exercises

All the assessment exercises ofthe course handed in after the deadline will not be accepted if it is not dulyjustified. Works with evidence of plagiarism
will receive a 0. Specificprograms will be used to detect it.

Students will only beawarded ABSENT if they have not taken part in the objectivetest (written exam), in the oral exam nor have they handed in more
than 50% ofthe activities which are part of the continuous assessment system.
