Theoretical classes in which the main contents of each didactic unit will be explained. A series of readings will be assigned
that will be necessary for the debate and participation in the class.

Students will face three evaluable practical tests that will consist of the elaboration of a critical reflection on a topic related to
the contents of the subject. These two tests will have to comply with the length and letter format indicated in moodle. These
practice tests will be delivered via Moodle Assignment Submission in .PDF format; in a file whose name identifies the student.
These two tests will have a weight of 30% (test 1), 40% (test 2), 30% (test 3) and together they will account for 100% of the
final grade for the subject. Both tests must be delivered in the format and via indicated on the dates set by the teacher on the

first day of the course. These dates will be indicated in the moodle calendar of the subject.

Students waiting to pass the subject on a second chance may deliver the three practices at any time during the second

semester, contacting the teacher in advance and taking into account the deadline limitations indicated in the minutes.

Mechanisms of personalized attention to students

Both individual and small group tutorials will be held virtually during the 2022/2023 academic year. The students have at their
disposal the following means:

- Email: Daily. Used to make inquiries, request virtual meetings to resolve questions or make corrections and / or practice
reviews. A personalized or small group tutorial can also be arranged via e-mail via TEAMS.

- Moodle: Daily. The tools available (thematic forums ...) will be used according to the needs of the students to resolve doubts

about any aspect of the subject. Specific forums will also be used for guided discussions and debates

- Teams: From 1 to 2 weekly sessions (according to the students' request) in small groups (up to 5 people) for the follow-up of
the contents of the subject and support in the realization of practices. This dynamic allows a more personalized follow-up and
adjusted to the learning needs of the students to develop the work of the subject. These sessions will also strengthen the
attention to students "online" that may be even in a face-to-face scenario. To these tutorials would be added the time of the

individual tutorials, where they could take a more active role.
