The development of societies in the world and of human coexistence throughout time, in the current historical period of late
modernity, serves as a backdrop to situate educating for peace, conflict resolution and citizenship within a workable
framework for conceptual approach and practical/active elaboration: it is a broad, complex and dynamic framework that
transcends not only school culture and educational institutions in general, but also other arenas of both formal and
non-formal production and socio-cultural action, such as the family, the local community, the mass media and popular
culture, and various state institutions. This important milestone exists, in turn, within the broader context of international
and transnational politics that moves to the rhythm of an increasingly globalized economic system: neoliberal capitalism.
Likewise, this entire human landscape exists within a world of finite natural resources. In this interdependent and complex
scenario, then, the conflict of power imbalances between groups with divergent interests arises. But conflicts are not, per
se, what threatens well-being, because they are a natural aspect of human relationships. Violence and damage stem from
the ways in which these conflicts are addressed. If they are peacefully intervened, they can even be creative and
productive when it comes to seeking cosmopolitan harmony between peoples and multicultural groups, migratory
movements, struggles for human rights, and experiences from the diversity of religious beliefs, gender identities, dialects

and ethnic practices in this world.

Educating for peace in this framework of "glocal" coexistence therefore requires relational and transversal work that arises
from and takes part in multiple overlapping social spheres, and that can and should aspire to influence them. Thus, an
orientation regarding human relations that is as much interpersonal as intergroup, collective and global is required. By
extension, its pedagogy encompasses, on the one hand, revealing curricular content and themes containing ethical,
affective and/or controversial connotations, and, on the other hand, collaborative, collectivizing and transformative
organization and teaching/learning processes that can establish bridges between necessary theoretical reflection and daily

implementation.

In this course we will address the meaning of these questions in order to forge a pedagogy of peace applicable both within
formal educational institutions and beyond, through non-formal arenas of learning, as well as sociocultural animation,

mobilising and networking.

Students
should be able to analyse a series of facts relating to a particular area of knowledge or activity, and arrive at a rational
conclusion via a process of discussion within small work groups.

Compilation of printed texts and written documents, collected and edited as tool to consolidate knowledge of course content.
Group exhibition of a book chosen by the micro-group. The presentation will last a maximum of 15 minutes and will take place
in interactive sessions during the months of April and May.

Oral presentation (using audiovisual material and student interaction) designed to transmit knowledge and encourage learning.
Presentations of this type are variously referred to as ?expository method?, ?guest lectures? or ?keynote speeches?. (The
term ?keynote? refers only to a type of speech delivered on special occasions, for which the lecture sets the tone or
establishes the underlying theme; it is characterised by its distinctive content, structure and purpose, and relies almost
exclusively on the spoken word to communicate its ideas.)

Completion ?individually, in pairs or in groups? of a written socio-educational project, following the guidelines given in class.
This final paper will consist of designing a hypothetical pedagogical proposal based on the analysis and application of the

contents addressed throughout the semester. It is to be submitted the day of the final exam.

Please submit papers without binding plastics; choose double-sided printing; use recycled paper; and avoid printing out drafts.

Teaching strategy involving analysis of physical, technical or psychological phenomena using simplified, safer or more
economical models of original conditions. Subjects are presented with hypothetical set of circumstances in order to test their
response, awareness and understanding, and ability to analyse options available and impact of each. Simulates real-life
situations with aim of engaging students in learning process, or for purposes of assessment.

When evaluating students' written work, the following aspects will be taken into

account:

? Structure: presentation, organization of the content, expository clarity, and
grammatical correction (30%).

? Content: understanding the basic ideas, conceptual mastery, use of the contents
addressed throughout the term, relationships between them (analytical and synthetical
capacity), creativity and innovation in the proposals, quality of participation in the
preparation of this activity, and degree of substantiation of the sources (bibliographic
references and final bibliography) (70%).
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To pass this subject, students must obtain a score of at least 5 (out of 10) on both assessment activities, and attend classroom sessions with due
regularity (at least 80% of the total time). For more information on these assessment activities, please see the explanatory sheets available on the
Campus Virtual platform for this subject.

Supervised projects (final papers) *not submitted* during the first opportunity can be submitted during the second opportunity without this fact
influencing their evaluation. The same evaluation criteria will be applied both times (and no final exam is necessary). In the case of not being able to
attend class with due regularity, the student in question will have to take a final exam, and will submit one of the evaluation activities indicated above
(or equivalent). In this case, the exam will weigh either 40% or 60% of the final grade, depending on the type of activity submitted. But if no activity is
submitted, the exam will weigh 100% of the grade. The student can decide on the weight of the exam through these submission options. The exam will
be taken without notes during the period established by the Faculty, or, exceptionally, by the instructor. Exceptionally, non-attending students can
submit alternative activities instead of taking the exam, an option that will be determined by the teacher (if this option is deemed advisable or not).

These same conditions will be maintained during the second opportunity.

Those who attend class with due regularity but do not obtain the minimum score on any of the two evaluation activities will have to follow the
indications contained in the previous paragraph in order to pass the subject. Oral presentations and supervised projects that have *failed* cannot be
recovered because the first activity (the oral presentation) is prepared in a group and presented in an interactive session, and the second activity (the
supervised project) will not be evaluated more than once. The failed activity will be replaced by the final exam and the evaluation criteria stipulated in
the previous paragraph will be applied. The evaluation of students with part-time enrollment and/or with recognition of academic dispensation will be
the same as that of the rest of the students: it will depend on the degree and quality of attendance of classroom sessions. On a case-by-case basis,
the instructor may ask students to submit summaries of the required readings to make up for lack of sufficient class attendance.

The exam will consist of a mixed test in which the weight of each question will be specified. In the short answer questions, the aspectos will be taken
into account: relevance and precision of the answer, conceptual clarity, and grammatical correctness. In the essay questions, the relevance and
organization of the content, the conceptual domain, the connection between ideas, expository clarity, and grammatical correctness will be taken into
